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EXPORT CONTROLS BASICS

From the Office of the Vice Chancellor for Research

TRAVEL

· If you plan to do research in countries sanctioned by the U.S. government, the Balkans, Belarus, Burma, Cote d'Ivoire, Cuba, Democratic Republic of Congo, Iran, Iraq, Liberia, North Korea, Sudan, Syria, or Zimbabwe, call the Research Office to determine whether you need a license and for help in obtaining one.  
EQUIPMENT

· If you plan to ship abroad any item or commodity that has a potential dual civilian/military use (including computers), or a military application, you may require an export license.  Please call the Research Office for help in making a determination and, if necessary, obtaining a license.

FUNDAMENTAL RESEARCH SAFE HARBOR

· Export control regulations are crafted in such a manner that publicly available, fundamental research results are excluded from the regulatory requirements for approvals or licenses. (NOTE:  Tangible items, however, do not fall under the fundamental research exemption.) 
· To stay within the fundamental research “safe harbor”
· Do not accept restrictions on access to or dissemination of information, such as proprietary information. 

· Do not provide citizenship, nationality, or visa status information to project sponsors or other third parties, or agree to background checks for project participants. 

· Do not attend meetings from which foreign nationals are barred.
